Chatbots and virtual assistants provide instant explanations, making learning more
accessible, especially for first-generation learners or students in remote areas. In this sense, Al

democratizes education by reducing dependence on expensive coaching or limited classroom time.

However, Al can also become a threat if misused. Over-reliance on Al for assignments and exams
risks weakening original thinking, creativity, and academic integrity. Issues such as plagiarism, data
privacy, and unequal access to technology raise ethical concerns. Moreover, when students use Al as

a shortcut rather than a support system, learning becomes superficial.
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Al in student life is neither inherently good nor bad-it depends on usage. Universities must focus on
Al literacy, ethical guidelines, and responsible integration. When balanced wisely, Al can empower
students rather than replace their intellect. The future of education lies not in choosing between humans

and machines, but in learning how both can grow together.
